LESSON TYPE: Consolidation of Knowledge

	- On the flipchart there are drawn two flowers, representing the geometric shapes group, respectively the geometric bodies group and the children remaining in front of the classroom with the pictures in their hands will stick on the board in turns, one by one the petals of flowers with the pictures taken out from the box.
- Suggesting to pupils to solve some tasks in order to help someone, such as presenting a picture with “Snow White and the Seven Dwarfs”.
The teacher is presenting the story as follows:
One day, the Bad Empress kidnapped Snow White and locked her in a castle. To the dwarfs, she had left a letter:

“Ha, ha, ha!

I am the Bad Empress!

I kidnapped Snow White and locked her in a castle. You lose it!”
The dwarves have found that Empress closed the key of the room where she holds the Snow White in a box and the girl can be saved only if they manage to decipher the secret code that unlocks the box. To decipher the secret code of the box, the dwarfs must pass several tests.

         They need your help! You have to solve the suggested tasks.   
TEST 1
The pupils are invited to participate in a game called “Tell about me”. The teacher is requiring them to recognize and indicate the geometric shapes and bodies.
One pupil, in turn, is blindfolded. The teacher asks him/her to take a thing (a geometric shape or a geometric body) out of a box in his/her hand and to guess what it is and say with what it resembles (body geometry), to describe (“to say about”) the chosen geometric shape or body, such as: number of sides or peaks and in the case of the geometric bodies to say with what things from nature they resemble).
The procedure is repeated until there are no things in the box.
