LESSON TYPE: Evaluation through Presenting the Folk Costumes and Songs
OBJECTIVES:
· to recognize the folk regions on the map of our country;

to associate the folk costumes with the regions they come from;
to assess and self-evaluate the knowledge about the repertory of some famous folk music singers;
· to use the folk costume in order the region to be guessed;
· to express their emotions and feelings through music.
AIM:
To know the characteristics of the folk regions of our country as well as to make them known to our Comenius partners from Turkey, Spain, Italy, Poland and Latvia 
METHODS:
The used methods: listening to CDs, describing a folk costume, exposure, explanation, pointing to a map, description, competition and singing a well-known folk music.
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The work is centered on the pupil and intervene only when necessary, the teacher assuming the task proponent to be a „moderator” of the activity.

ACTIVITY:
a) Organizational Moment
- A pupil is presenting the map of our country and the others recognize the folk regions. 
b) Introductory Discussion
Based on a PowerPoint presentation showing the folk costumes, the teacher is giving to pupils a few details about a folk music singer’s activity during the career, the pupils have to recognize the folkloric region of Romania.
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c) Learning a Song in Romanian together Our Comenius Partners 
“How Good It Is For You, Cuckoo”, the song chosen by the Music teacher is coming from the Arges region and it sounds in English like this:
