Aim:

· To motivate the students and encourage them to take an active interest in the language. 

· To develop their knowledge of the English language.

· To arouse their interest in reading.
The story is covered in 5 or 6 lessons. This is the final lesson on the topic.

Students are divided into “actors” and “audience” 
Lesson plan:

 Step 1:  Introduction. Warming –up questions:  How are you today? What is the weather like? What time is it now? etc.

Step 2:  Voice work.  
Aim: To develop range and control of pronunciation.
Step 3: Vocabulary Revision. 

Aim:  To provide practice with key vocabulary.  
Step 4:   Watching video.  Students watch the video and do some follow-up activites.
Aim: To expose students to the correct pronunciation and intonation. To gain a better understanding of the language in context.

Step 5:  Reading aloud.   Assign roles and ask students to read the main scenes aloud. 

 Aim: To improve student’s ability to read aloud as well as practice their intonation and pronunciation.  

Step 6:  Stage some scenes of the play.

Step 7:  Evaluation. Feedback. Teacher works with students to reflect on the lesson. Viewers comment on what he saw, make recommendations.
Aims: To encourage reflection on progress in relation to the aims of the lesson.
